How to Assemble the Sail and Mast
Cut a long narrow strip of waste cardboard
and fold it into two back-to-back L’s. ( fig. 11a) 
Secure to base of ship with sticky tape. (fig. 11b)
The hollow mast should be able to slide down over it. (fig. 11c)
